Transcripts can only be ordered after the following requirements have been met at
Andersonville Seminary

« All tuition for program requesting transcripts has been met

« Allwork for program has been completed

« Notranscript will be fulfilled until the Grad/Administration fee has been paid

« ATSalsodoes NOT do partial transcripts

o ATS transcripts must be ordered from ATS transcript request button on
bottom of ATS home page on our website and will be sent by parchment to the
desired location

« ATSrecommends ordering at least two transcripts but waiting until you
receive the first transcript

1. Transcript #1 - order one and have sent to yourself and proof it for
errors. Once you have confirmed no errors then place a transcript
order #2 (Do not place both orders at the same time!!)

It is recommended that on Transcript #1 order you pick to have it
mailed by regular mail and not by email. However, you can pick any
option.

2. Transcript #2 - Order a transcript to be sent to the college or person of
your choice now that you know they will receive it with no errors since
you have already received one and proofed for no errors.

Degree Documentation Requirements for Graduating Students

Degree Proof Requirements

When students enroll at Andersonville Theological Seminary (ATS), they are not required to submit copies of
their previous degrees or transcripts. ATS operates on the honor system, trusting that students meet the
necessary prerequisites for their chosen program. However, before a degree can be issued, ATS requires
official proof of the qualifying degree. This means students must provide documentation, such as a copy of
their degree certificate, prior to receiving their diploma or official transcripts.

Associate degree Candidates

If you are preparing to graduate with an associate degree from Andersonville Seminary, it is important to note
that Andersonville Theological Seminary (ATS) requires a copy of your any previous college transcripts to be
on file before your associate degree can be issued. Official transcripts must be emailed to
Julie@andersonvilleseminary.com

Bachelor's Candidates

If you are preparing to graduate with a bachelor’s degree from Andersonville Seminary, it is important to note
that Andersonville Theological Seminary (ATS) requires a copy of your associate degree to be on file before
your bachelor’s degree can be issued. Most students fulfill this requirement easily by taking a photo of their
associate degree diploma—often displayed on the wall—using their cell phone and then sending the image
via email to Julie@andersonvilleseminary.com.

Master's Degree Candidates

For those graduating with a master’s degree from Andersonville Seminary, ATS must have a copy of your
bachelor’s degree on file prior to issuing your Master’s diploma. The typical process involves simply taking a
picture of the bachelor’s degree certificate, often already displayed on the wall, and emailing it to
Julie@andersonvilleseminary.com.

Doctor Degree Candidates

Students who are set to graduate with a doctorate from Andersonville Seminary must ensure that ATS has a
copy of their master’s degree on file before their doctorate degree can be issued. Most graduates accomplish
this by taking a cell phone photo of their master’s degree—frequently found hanging on the wall—and
sending the image by email to Julie@andersonvilleseminary.com.
